States Mulholland “There are some very concerning issues at Nelson Hospital that have
been highlighted in the media. However, | was stunned to learn that the gap in senior doctors’
amount to almost 50 positions. That’s not a concern — that’s a crisis. Further afield in
Blenheim, patients are not getting the care they need when it comes to mental health and
surgery. At a time when our suicide rates remain stubbornly high, the lack of staff has to be
top of mind for our bureaucrats and politicians.
